1. Welcome:  07-07 Circle G Ranches VI – 35 homes – Built in 1986
The PKID team was introduced.  Rocky Brown reviewed the meeting agenda and handouts and provided an overview of the Parkway Improvement Districts (PKID). The draft budget is set up to cover any expenses that may be involved in potential projects, including a landscape architect and advertising.  Any budgeted amount not spent in a fiscal year will be credited toward a future assessment.  

There was a refund of $5,040 which was credited towards the annual assessment.

FY2020-2021 Base Assessment
$ 56.00 (After assessment adjustment)

Questions on the Budget:

There were questions on the average cost versus the the assessment and what attributed to the increase over last year’s budget. 

The assessment is what will appear on the tax statement.  It may be more than the average cost due to a project.  The assessment is for a fiscal year from June 1 to July 31.  There were several increases across the budget for items such as staffing and landscape maintenance.  The PKID budgets are approved by July and turned in to the County in August for the fiscal year.  PKIDs cannot have a savings so the budget has to include enough money to cover any potential costs and there is usually something left over that is refunded.  

2. Improvements for FY2019-20:  
· There are no current ongoing projects.

· Plants - A plant inventory and replanting will be done each year in the spring
3. Potential Improvements for FY2020-21:

Any proposed projects will be included on the ballot and sent out to all property owners in January.  If a project is approved by majority vote, it will go through the public bidding process with final approval by the Town Council.  
· Potential project(s) – Cost of landscape lighting at entry and common area wall repair and paint.

· Wall area cost estimate $8760.13


· Lighting at Entry $13,410.00

· Consultant Fees $2,200.00

Total Cost $24,370.13 ($696.29 Annually / $58.02 monthly per lot)
Potential project plus Base $1,1368.29 annually / $114.02 monthly per lot

· Suggested Project – Have the PKID take care of the SRP flood irrigation system

(This idea was discussed in detail below)

Questions on Projects:

· What are the consultant fees?  

That is the fee for the Landscape Architect and Electrical Engineer for those projects.  

Lighting Project Questions:

There was a request last year to look at improving the lighting at the entry.  Andrea Pedersen stated the project is to install uplighting at the entry signs and well-type uplights at each of the 12 elm trees.   Those would be line voltage lights which are more durable and provide a higher quality light than the low voltage lights.  The project will also install the power for those lights.    

Wall Project Questions:    

· A property owner stated the piece at the entryway was not part of the PKID, it is private property.  Andrea will adjust the project map and cost estimate to reflect that.  

· A property owner felt most people would have no interest in doing anything on Houston as it is the back side of the neighborhood.    

Rick acknowledged that at previous meetings, homeowners stated they did not care about Houston.  

· Some felt for the cost, they might as well do all the walls. It was noted that along Houston the wall was painted and along Lindsay it was stucco. Will that project cover both sides of the wall?

No, just the outside of the wall.  The interior of the walls belongs to the residents.  The chips and cracks in the stucco would be repaired and a moisture barrier would be used on areas with water damage.  The paint would match the existing wall color.

· There were questions on whether other neighborhoods were updating the colors.  
The Templeton neighborhood is painting their wall an off-white color and keeping the block the same brown color.  Along Lindsay there is the Circle G III neighborhood.  The neighborhood to the south is painting their walls.
· There was a suggestion to keep the colors consistent and another suggestion to change the colors and coordinate with the other neighborhood to have the same color.  

The contactor can paint sample squares of different colors.  The walls in this neighborhood do not have to match the other neighborhoods.  Andrea will take Heritage Street off of the estimate for the wall project.  If the project is approved, she can suggest some colors.  Rocky suggested waiting until the other neighborhood has completed their wall to see how the color looks.  That project should be done before June 30th.   

Questions on Suggested Project for the Flood Irrigation System:
Rocky Brown advised that a property owner who could not attend tonight asked that an issue be brought up.  He felt the PKID should consider taking care of the SRP flood water system.    

· Homeowners pointed out the area against the canal where Oleanders have grown down into the pipe.  

Staff has been in touch with SRP who stated their responsibility is to get water to the gate.  Only 11 neighbors take that flood irrigation.  That owner had it cleaned out years ago.  Rocky did not know what the scope of maintaining that system would be.  The PKID can hire a contractor to take care of it, although the whole neighborhood would be paying for it.    

· That homeowner wanted to bypass the blockage but SRP would not let him dig on the canal.    

· The group discussed where the underground lines are located around the neighborhood.  They would need to figure out where the blockage is.  
It was noted that the PKID handles the common areas and was limited as they could not go into residents’ back yards as it is private property.
4. Questions:
· A homeowner appreciated that the flowers were finally coming in.  

· The overseeding wasn’t doing well, but the rain may have saved it

We use fescue to minimize the downtime.  That will be fertilized this week.  

· Does the PKID do fogging or can that be requested?

Fogging is usually done in retention basins.  The County contracts it out to a pest control company through the town Public Works department.  Staff can get more information and a cost estimate.  
The homeowner would rather do the vector control program through the County where they do mosquito trapping and testing.  

· An owner asked about the common area on Heritage at the far north end.    

Rick stated the resident there has put their landscape in that area, although it is part of the neighborhood’s common area.  He did not recommend doing anything with that wall.  Rick always has to remind the landscapers to take care of that area as well as along Houston.

Property owners were encouraged to report any future issues to Gilbert 311 and the PKID team.  Additional contact information was provided on the agenda for various town departments.
